Brisbane Tours 
Tour 1: GoMA: Travel from the 
Wheel of Brisbane via Clem Jones 
Promenade under Victoria Bridge 
and then along the wooden 
boardwalk/cycleway to GoMA. 
Return via the same route. 
 
Tour 2: Southbank Sights:  
From the Wheel of Brisbane you 
will circumnavigate South Bank 
Parklands and see Clem Jones 
Promenade; River Quay; The 
Goodwill Bridge; Little Stanley St 
and the Brisbane Convention and 
Exhibition Centre (BCEC), plus 
enjoy fantastic city skyline and 
Brisbane River views. 
 
Tour 3: Victoria Bridge & 
Kurilpa Bridge: From the Wheel 
of Brisbane travel along Clem 
Jones Promenade to cross Victoria 
Bridge to then travel around the 
Treasury Casino past Queens 
Gardens, then via George St to 
cross Kurilpa Bridge. Return to the 
Big Wheel past GoMA and the 
State Library. 
 
Tour 4: Goodwill Bridge and 
Kurilpa Bridge: From the Wheel 
of Brisbane you travel along Clem 
Jones Promenade past River Quay 
to cross Goodwill Bridge. You then 
travel past Riverstage and through 
the Queensland University of 
Technology passing Old 
Government House and 
Queensland Parliament House, 
then travel via George St past 
historical buildings including The 
Mansions, Harris Terrace and the 
Treasury Hotel and Treasury 

Casino, plus you pass Queens 
Gardens on your way to Kurilpa 
Bridge. Return to the Big Wheel 
past GoMA and the State Library. 
 
Tour 5: Southbank & Kangaroo 
Point Cliffs: This tour includes all 
of Tour 2 – Southbank Sights – 
plus you will travel some distance 
on the south side of the river past 
the historical (man-carved) cliffs at 
Kangaroo Point. The tour includes 
probably the best city skyline 
views of any of our tours as you 
see the city over the top of 
Brisbane’s Botanic Gardens from 
Kangaroo Point plus you get great 
views of trendy Eagle St Pier. 
 
Tour 6: River City: This is our 2nd 
longest tour that travels from the 
Wheel of Brisbane along Clem 
Jones Promenade and over the 
Goodwill Bridge giving great city 
skyline views. From there you 
travel through the lovely Botanic 
Gardens looking across to 
Kangaroo Point cliffs and onto 
Eagle St Pier for great views of the 
Story Bridge, then via the CBD 
past historical King George Square 
and Brisbane City Hall.  Then via 
George St to cross Kurilpa Bridge. 
Return to the Big Wheel past 
GoMA and the State Library. 
 
Tour 7: City Reach Boardwalk: 
From Fridays steps travel the 
boardwalk towards Boundary St 
past restaurants and historical 
Customs House. Enjoy great views 
of the Story Bridge before 
returning via the boardwalk.  
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Tour 8: Eagle St Pier: This tour 
includes Tour 7 plus when you 
return to Fridays steps you travel 
south along the boardwalk to the 
Botanic Gardens gate, returning 
via the boardwalk. 
 
Tour 9: Eagle St Pier/River 
Walk: As well as enjoying all the 
sights from Tour 7, you travel 
further underneath Story Bridge 
past the revitalised Howard Smith 
Wharves to join the new Brisbane 
River Walk – a floating 
cycle/pedestrian path that takes 
you all the way to Merthyr Road in 
New Farm. On your return enjoy 
views of the city cutely framed by 
the Story Bridge, plus you see the 
other side of Kangaroo Point and 
historical New Farm homes 
perched on the cliffs on the 
eastern side of the river. 

 
Tour 10: Mega River City: Our 
ultimate tour – see it all – this tour 
includes all of the River City (Tour 
6) plus the Eagle St Pier/River 
Walk (Tour 9). So many views and 
so many bridges, parks and 
gardens to explore! 
 
Hotel Collection: All tours offer 
hotel or other CBD location 
collections – a small collection fee 
of between $5-$20 per cab applies 
that varies according to pick-up 
location.
